Awards

If selected as a recipient, the student could receive up to $1,000 depending on grades
and number of applicants.

Awards may be used for tuition, books, and/or supplies required for coursework only.

Application Process

Applications are evaluated on the information supplied, therefore answer all questions as
thoroughly as possible.

Applications and all required documents must be submitted by the deadline in order for
your application to be processed.

Required Documents

A current, complete transcript of grades. (Grade reports are not accepted.) Transcripts
must display student name, school name, grades, and credit hours for each course and
term in which each course was taken.

Student’s Grade Point Average (GPA) for all highschool years and ACT score.

Written copies of community activities, honors, work experience, goals, and aspirations.
One letter of recommendation from your principal, counselor, or a current teacher.
Name of selected school and assigned student ID number.

Your application is not complete until all documents are recieved.

Deadline

Your completed application along with all required documents must be submitted by
December 31st.
